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Reflection Questions
1.Where do I most need God’s grace and freedom in my life right now?
2.How does receiving grace change the way I see others?
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Sunday – 2 Corinthians 5:14–21
Christ’s love makes us new. Grace transforms our failures into new beginnings

and compels us to live as ambassadors of God’s reign and realm.

Tuesday – Romans 5:1–11
While we were still sinners, Christ died for us. Grace comes before we deserve or earn it.

Thursday – Titus 3:3–8
God saves us by mercy through the renewal of the Spirit.

Grace reshapes our lives from the inside out.

Monday – Luke 15:11–24
The prodigal son is welcomed home with joy. God’s grace always runs toward us with open arms.

Wednesday – Ephesians 2:1–10
We are saved by grace, not by works. Grace frees us for good works prepared in advance by God.

Friday – John 8:1–11
Jesus refuses to condemn the woman caught in sin. Grace always gives us another chance.
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
